The
contact owns a Chevrolet Hhr. The contact stated that when driving at any speed, the power
steering would fail intermittently. The vehicle was taken to the dealer where they replaced the
power steering motor. The manufacturer was not notified of the failure. The current mileage was
43, and the approximate failure mileage was 42, Something is very wrong here! Almost hit the
car 2 spaces in front of me! I believe NHTSA was ineffective and complacent due to government
ownership status and trying to protect their investment. If the real truth were known, head
would roll and people imprisoned!. The contact stated that while driving 65 mph, a warning
chime sounded and the power steering failed. The contact stopped and allowed the power
steering to reset itself but the failure recurred shortly thereafter. The vehicle was then towed to
the contacts residence and was not inspected or repaired for the failure. The failure and current
mileage was 77, Power steering failed on chevy Hhr lt1. Dealer states power steering motor for
cobalt has been recalled, so not sure why the Hhr has not been recalled. Chevrolet Hhr Power
steering warning displays on the info display indicating that the power steering has failed.
Steering becomes somewhat difficult especially at slower speeds. Power steering functionality
resumes once ignition is turned off and back on. Power steering will eventually fail again at
random intervals. After restart, will work again for brief time. Happens frequently. Vehicle has
less than 30, miles. Documentation exists online that this motor is the same one recalled on the
Chevrolet cobalt, and that other are having the same failure. Has happened approximately times
over two weeks and a total mileage of about 40 miles. Power steering fails while driving in my
chevy Hhr. Making it very hard to steer. Power steering failed 2 times while on the road. Having
to replace the steering motor. The power steering fails while the vehicle is in motion. When the
vehicle is first powered on, power steering is present. It is unpredictable when the power
steering will fail. In two incidents it almost caused accidents when failing. I do not have a large
frame nor a lot of upper body strength that is able to make turns at low speeds, such as when
turning or parking. If I am aware of the power steering failure I can compensate for it, but if it
happens suddenly, it can be quite surprising. This is the same exact problem with the same
exact component as the chevy cobalt and the pontiac g5, and I understand other vehicles are
reporting this as well. Power steering fails while driving, turning the car off then back on
temporarily fixes the issue. Sounds similar to recall on same year cobalt. Traveling on 2 lane
road at posted speed limit of 55 mph. Power steering failed without warning. Ability to steer
vehicle greatly compromised. This was the second failure of power steering. First failure due to
blown fuse. This failure the electronic power steering motor failed. Power steering motor
replaced. Power steering motor failure. This happens under normal driving with no warning
what so ever. It does not matter if you are on the freeway or around town, it has happened
during both. The vehicle does flash power steering on the information center. This is the fourth
time this has happened in the past 6 weeks and I am concerned about replacing due to having
the same problem with the replacement part. My wife is the primary driver of the vehicle and has
stated that it is very hard to control. Today she was driving home when the failure occurred. She
was almost home and the steering began to work properly while she was in the middle of a right
hand curve. She had ample amount of pressure on the steering wheel at that time to keep the
car in the road at a reduced and safe speed and then suddenly she had power steering again.
She ran into the ditch but no damage was done that I can find. Both her and my children use
this car daily and with its current problem, I don't feel it's safe drive or sale. The contact stated
the power steering would fail whenever the vehicle was in operation and would reset itself
within a mile. The dealer advised performing a diagnostic to determine the cause of failure. The
manufacturer also advised having a diagnostic performed, at the owners expense, before they
would provide any assistance. The failure mileage was 61, Power steering failure during
operation. Vehicle chimes then "power steering" appears on dashboard lcd. All power steering
fails at this point though if you turn the car off and back on it re-engages for a short time -
though no warning before it cuts out again. Power steering failure during operation of vehicle.
Turning off the engine and restarting will remedy the problem for the time being. This has
happened 2 times. Hhr shares several components with the Chevrolet cobalt which has been
recalled for the same problem. Will Hhr become part of the recall?. While driving 70 mph the
power steering will suddenly malfunction making the vehicle difficult to steer. The contact has
to restart the vehicle in order for the power steering to resume functioning properly. The contact
has taken the vehicle to the dealership and was informed that the power steering assembly
needs to be replaced. The vehicle had not been repaired at time of complaint. The failure
mileage was 19, The consumer stated the power steering would fail at any speed, anytime and
any place. While driving any speed over 10 mph, the power steering warning alarm would chime
three times and the power steering would fail immediately. The steering wheel would become



extremely hard and the contact would have to utilize both hands and extreme bodily force to
control it. The manufacturer was contacted and advised the contact to take the vehicle into the
dealer; however, they would not assist with repairs since the failure was not covered by the
warranty. No repairs were made to date. The failure mileage was 53, The current mileage was 61,
Power steering assist failed suddenly. My car had only 17, miles accrued. Dealer replaced the
entire steering column. While driving 30 mph the power steering failed. The contact had to drive
onto the emergency lane, turn the vehicle on and off so that the power steering would reset. The
contact did not call the Chevrolet manufacturer. The VIN was unknown. The failure mileage was
50, I was driving along and my power steering failed, as I was rounding a curve on a major
highway. I was traveling between 55 and 60 miles per hour. As I was rounding a curve, my
power steering failed, causing me to nearly lose control of the vehicle. Gm is very aware that
they built Hhr's with defective power steering motors. There are forums full of people who have
had to pay to replace their ps motors, but should not have. We should not have to pay to
replace a major safety component on our vehicles that general motors knows in fact is bad. The
reason I know that gm is aware that there is a problem, is because they've recalled nearly every
other car equipped with the same electric power steering set up. My mother received a recall
notification on her malibu. So gm is very very very aware that they have built potentially unsafe
vehicles that could cause injury, but they do not care!!! Sorry, but I don't have dollars to pay
someone to "diagnose" a known issue and replace the part that they know is bad!!! I found the
part on gmpartsdirect. Com, ordered and replaced it myself. Sitting at nearly k about double the
miles I had when I replaced it and still turning fine. Noticed that the new ps motor's gm part
number was different. Also indicating, they knew there was a problem, redesigned the part, thus
it having a new part number. Stop letting gm get away with this crime!!!. Electric power steering
failed on a chevy Hhr. Nearly avoided an accident when it went out at 60mph. Took to dealer and
paid around To have it replaced. Vehicle had less than 30 thousand miles on it. The contact
owns a Chevrolet Hhr lt. The contact stated that the power steering assist failed and the vehicle
stalled without warning. The contact had to shift into neutral to restart the vehicle. The vehicle
was taken to the dealer who was unable to determine the cause of the failure. The vehicle was
not repaired. The manufacturer was made aware of the failure and offered to assist with repair
costs. The failure mileage was 15, The current mileage was , The contact stated while driving
the steering wheel became difficult to turn which was a result of the power steering failure. The
contact stated the steering wheel continued to fail without warning and the vehicle had to be
turned off for fifteen to twenty minutes before the power steering reset itself. The contact took
the vehicle to the dealer and was told that the electronic power assist had failed. The VIN was
unavailable. The failure mileage was unknown. The current mileage was 90, Car Problems.

The failure mileage was , and the current mileage was , The contact
stated that the power steering failure made it extremely rough to turn the steering wheel
intermittently. The contact had to apply force to the steering wheel in order to make a complete
right or left turn. The vehicle was to be inspected, diagnosed and repaired. The manufacturer
was notified of the failure. The approximate failure mileage was 80, Electric power steering
failure: This is a known issue by General Motors and they have recalled Chevrolet cobalt and
Malibu, along with Pontiac G5.

The approximate failure mileage was 83, and the current mileage was 91, The vehicle
shuddered and vibrated and he lost power steering. The consumer pulled over, shut the vehicle
off, and re-started it again, and everything went back to normal, as if nothing happened. The
dealer informed the consumer, a power steering was ordered and they would install under
warranty. Add Complaint. Power steering randomly keeps turning off. Power steering has
become intermittent. Upon restart it's fine and then goes out periodically between 2 and 30
minutes after each restart. Anyone who needs power steering to drive, not just a convenience,
would have a very hard physical time making a 90 degree turn, especially if the steering went
out while making the turn. My power steering gave out, the driver information center said power
steering and there was a chime. The power steering was restored when I restarted the car. This
problem has occurred 3 times so far. The first time in the morning after a 20 minute drive, while
stopped at a stop sign. Then again in the morning after 20 minutes of driving on a highway at 45
mph while in a curve. Then again in the evening on straight highway going 65 mph after only 5
miles of driving. I see this problem was recalled for the above mentioned cars. This has
happened a few times with this vehicle, usually at speeds in excess of 50 mph. When being cut
off by another vehicle, hitting the brake hard and steering away from the offending vehicle
cause the HHR to fishtail and get very squirrelly. It just starts going back and forth in a rocking
motion and only settles down by taking my foot off the brake. It feels like the car could easily go
into a roll over. I have had it inspected by les schwab and they replaced the struts and shocks,
but saw no real problems. This latest incident occurred many months after that work was
completed, so that apparently was not part of the problem. It will also occasionally give me a
shimmy in the steering wheel when decelerating from a moderate speed. However, that does not
occur most of the time The contact stated that while driving 60 mph, the power steering
malfunctioned causing the steering wheel to become hard to maneuver. The contact mentioned
that the power steering warning lamp illuminated. The vehicle was not taken to the dealer. The
manufacturer was not made aware of the failure. The VIN was not available. The failure mileage
was 45, and the current mileage was , The contact stated that when driving at various speeds,
the power steering assist would suddenly malfunction making it very difficult to turn the
steering wheel. In addition, the vehicle would sporadically stall. The failure was recurring. The
vehicle was diagnosed by an independent mechanic but the failure was not repaired. The
manufacturer was not notified. The failure mileage was , Defective gear shifter pin. I found out
on the internet that this has happened to thousands of people. I found out how to remove the
plug on the steering column to press the release to take out the key. While driving, suddenly the
warning alarm dinged and power steering appeared on the notification window. Power steering
was suddenly not there, just as I was entering a construction zone with lane realignment. I
pulled over, turned off the car and let it sit for a minute. When I restarted it, the power steering
worked. It stayed for about 5 minutes before the error returned. This pattern repeated
throughout the day, regardless of speed or amount of turns. A quick google search to prepare
me for a call to the mechanic on Monday showed this seems to be a not-uncommon issue. The
contact stated that while driving approximately 50 mph, a warning indicator illuminated with the
loss of power steering assist. The engine was shut off however, the failure continued after
restarting. The failure recurred twenty times. The vehicle was taken to an independent
mechanic, who indicated that there was a malfunction with the power steering motor. The
manufacturer had not been notified of the problem. The approximate failure mileage was 71, I
took my HHR to the dealership and was told my car was not part of the recall. My car has
exhibited the same problems as those described, but I was told the dealership would not look at
my vehicle. I do not understand why my HHR is not part of the recall while others are. I did not
see where there was a distinction between some HHR and others. The power steering goes out
in my vehicle on a regular basis. I was driving home from work and stopped at a drive thru
coffee shop. After receiving my order and drove off, I lost my power steering. My power steering
light came on and I continued driving home. Thankfully, I only live a couple of miles away,
though driving home was difficult. While turning on one street, I almost hit a car, as it was very
difficult making a turn. I am upset that the manufacturer will not admit to the faulty motor, as I
have read many complaints dealing with the same issue. Please look into this, I am concerned



that this could cause an accident if not addressed. The power steering just goes out. If you turn
the ignition off then turn the ignition back on the power steering comes back on. The power
steering will just go out randomly. The mechanic says it's the steering column and the
powersteering module. Cost of repair will be about dollars. Electric power steering will turn off
while driving. After a few minutes it will turn on. On warmer days it stays of and on cold days it
will cycle on and off. Chevy recalled two other models with the same frame style. Cobalt and
Pontiac G6. My HHR is not on the list. Ignition will not turn to run position on cold days. Have to
wiggle and play with key for minutes to turn. My car started giving me a charging system
warning light. I had it checked, with no findings. The car stopped on me several times, yet
always check out okay. The last time the battery was shorted, so I replaced it. The next day the
car stopped while I was driving it. I had it towed to a shop, where it started up fine and didn't
show anything on diagnostic. When I went to pick it up it started and then shorted out the
computer. The computer was replaced, it started up, then started smoking and shorted out the
new computer. I want to note that approximately two years ago, the power steering went out and
shorted out the charging system, twice. It was repaired at Chevrolet in bakersfield. My power
steering went out as I was leaving a parking garage. My driving was greatly impaired on the way
home. When driving after making a turn the electrical power steering went out. This occurs
about every other day when driving vehicle. There has been a recall on the Chevy HHR's for the
electric power steering motor going out I think it should apply to the model because it is the
exact same thing happening. Steering assist went out. Message on dash display alerted me as
well. Could restart the car, and the problem went away. I understand this has occurred on many
HHR's, and cobalts, and the cobalt has a recall. While driving 25 mph and making a right turn,
the contact stated that the power steering assist failed and the power steering warning lamp
illuminated. The failure recurred arbitrarily. The vehicle was not taken to the dealer for a
diagnosis. The manufacturer was made aware of the failure. The approximate failure mileage
was 75, I was stopped at a light to make a right turn and the warning for the power steering
came on. It then became difficult to steer. When I started the HHR up almost 8 hours later, it
drove fine. I don't want to be involved in a wreck because my power steering goes out. The
fuses, 19 , a 2 amp Seems small? Is the motor the likely problem, or is there more to it than
that? Is installing the motor any particular problem, like needing to be indexed for the splines to
line up right? May still be in effect as safety related. In which case the dealership might supply
both the part and labor. I ran into this with a GM vehicle. In my case at first they were replacing
the entire steering column but later was just replacing the motor. I used to own a HHR. My
steering developed a problem shortly before I took it in for the ignition switch recall. They
replaced the steering motor only after finishing the ignition switch replacement. All was good
until it developed a throttle position sensor problem. It turned out to be a badly crimped wire in
the throttle position sensor connector. I repaired it myself then sold the car. I just called the
local Chevy dealer and was told that there is not a recall, but there is a lifetime warranty on the
power steering motor, as mentioned above. Problem is, I have to get it from the current owner
for the dealer to check out. If it requires a motor, it will be free. One option, you can buy the car
as-is, then take it in to a dealership for the free fix. The warranty goes with the car, not the
owner in all likelihood. So whoever owns the car can benefit from the free fix. Which will be you.
I leveled with the owner and got the car today for a checkout at the Chevy dealer. When the light
was out, it was perfect. The light went out just as I pulled into the service bay. That figures. No
MIL, apparently no stored code. An hour later they called to say it was done. It is NOT fixed. I
called the service writer. We did not make a deal, yet. I guess the dealership would know if any
dealership had replaced the p. I expect this is the first time the p. Back to the drawing board I
guess. Hopefully someone here has some electric steering repair experience. It seems like for
electric steering to work correctly, the motor has to be able to turn the wheels left to right, and
there has to be a sensor which tells the computer directing the motor if the wheels are pointed
in the correct direction or not. So since the motor presumably is a-ok at this point, maybe the
problem actually is the alleged steering direction sensor. Yes they had the dealer history on the
car, and wanted to know why I had it instead of the owner they showed in their computer. I
would suspect the owner of the car has made some phone calls about the possible causes and
was given some possible expensive news. Ergo, it goes up for sale. One of my sons had a
Pontiac G8 under a recall for electric steering issues. After a couple of years and no recall
performed due to non-existent and backordered forever parts he traded the car in. I could be a
corroded connector, rotted wire, bad sensor, lots of possibilities. I am extremely disappointed in
his car. I have had nothing but problems and recalls and I looked up this complaint to see if
anyone else is having the same issue and of course everyone is. They also have different
models and years that they recalled for the exact same thing but they haven't recalled this one
which I think is ridiculous. Are they waiting for a death or someone to get extremely injured



where they have a lawsuit? There are so many complaints about this issue it should have
already been recalled. Just by looking at all the complaints you have lost several customers
because you waited on the issue instead of fixing the issue. If first started to wear the light
would come on and I lose all power steering I could turn it off and turn it back on and it would
work for quite a while now it's to the point where if it goes out I turn off the car and turn it back
on and within a minute it goes out again I have arthritis in my hands and arms to where it makes
it hard for me to drive especially now that there's no power steering. This is my only means of
transportation and I'm on disability and can't afford to get it fixed and I shouldn't have to cuz it's
not my problem, it's a default in the way y'all built this crappy car. Please do the right thing and
recall them and fix the problem before someone gets seriously injured. My HHR has been sitting
for awhile due to a fuel line leak another manufacturing defect for this car! I come to find out
that this vehicle has electronic steering with a module and a steering electric motor in the
steering column! I have no idea what this will cost to fix but at this point I would like to drive
this car off a bridge! Ignition recall. Bad Brake Rotors due to cheap steel. Leaking Fuel line due
to design and manufacturing problem should be recalled! I come to find out that the HHR's have
been recalled with this problem!! Why not the ??? You can be driving and turning and the power
steering will go out! Terrible design and all should be recalled!! Was driving more on No power
steering then with. Replaced fuses. Didn't work! Arm and shoulders hurt from driving it this
way. Could have been in a accident. Thank the Lord I wasn't. When I'm driving down the road
the power steering shuts down and I have to turn the car off and then turn back on and it will
work for about every 5 mins. This is an everyday thing, really annoying. I think that Chevy
should pay for this because it is something that is there problem. Scared the Chit out of me..
Pulled over turned off car started it back up with no problems. Driving to make a turn went out
again. Called Chevy headquarters, told me there is a special warranty for this problem. We shall
see! I just replaced struts! Only 67, miles. I can name more things that went wrong, need 3 more
sheets.

It's not right my kids and wife drive in this
car, last Chevy I'll ever buy. Today driving my 5 year old home from preschool on a very busy
street right off the freeway my power steering light went on and it stopped working. Oh my god,
I started praying I did not get into an accident. I could not turn my wheel. I was so thankful we
came to a red light so I could turn the car off then back on to get the power steering working
again. It happened one more time on our way home and I am so thankful I was only 2 miles from
home and not on the freeway. I am almost in tears after calling a Chevrolet dealer and having
them first tell me it's a recall and then saying no it's not in the computer so it's your problem.
This needs to be a recall. This is how recalls begin. When people die in accidents. Why should
we have to wait for a loved one to die to have a company fix something they should. My last car
I had for 13 years with not one problem. These things should never happen. I am going to fix car
then sell it and never ever buy Chevy again. Very scary when on the highway and trucks behind
u and the power steering goes. Need all my strength to turn wheel. As I was going to back out of
my drive this morning I noticed that there was no power steering. We checked the belt and the
fluid and all were ok. When I called someone to bring me to work I noticed on this site the
numerous complaints on the HHR power steering. With so many problems it makes no sense
for Chevrolet to not find a fix for this. Driving without power steering is dangerous. If nothing
can be done and I have to get a new car I will definitly think twice about buying from this
manufactor again. I was riding down the street and turned the corner and I could barely turn and
almost hit a car. It is dangerous and I cannot afford to pay for something that may not be fixed.
Warranty has just ended and I am still making payments on the vehicle. I have read the
numerous complaints about this issue, why is there nothing being done? I haven't had any
problems with this car, until November of , after having the car for a little over one year I began



having steering problems. Out of the blue the instrument panel would display "power steering"
and it became very hard to steer the vehicle. I've spoken to GM which they tell me this is just a
issue with my car and have no reports from other HHR owners, which I know it untrue because
you can simply type in "hhr steering problems" and pages upon pages come up about the
issue, yet there is NO recall. It's ridiculous because it's a safety hazard. I cannot drive my car
which I still make monthly payments on because I'm to afraid I will get into an accident. Gm is a
horrible car company and I don't ever plan on buying another Gm car. It's horrible and I've never
experienced a more irresponsible company than general motors! The Chevy cobalts had the
same issue and there was a recall. The hhr and Chevy have the same internal parts with just a
different outside body. As I was reading on a site the president of GM said "we are aware of the
issue with the HHR's steering but it's not problem and the vehicle is still drivable".
